Preference will be given to individuals who have expertise in applied mathematics, who have previous classroom 

teaching experience and strong communication skills.  

The successful candidate should employ an equitable, diverse, inclusive, and accessible teaching approach to 
promote a respectful environment for all students, staff, and faculty.
