Your essay will start here. Notice that everything is double-spaced and that your first
paragraph is indented. Notice, too, that the title of your essay is centered, and it is not bolded or
italicized, nor is it in all caps. If your title contains a reference to book title or a quote, use Italics

or quotation marks where appropriate. Do not use a period after your title.

Level 1 Heading

Notice that the level 1 heading has capital letters for all words except articles,
prepositions, and conjunctions. It is also bolded and left-justified. Use level 1 headings only if
you have at least one other level 1 heading. The text under this heading begins in a new

paragraph and therefore begins with an indent.

Level 2 Heading

Notice that the level 2 heading has capital letters for all words except articles,
prepositions, and conjunctions. It is also left-justified. It is not bolded, nor is it italicized. Use
level 2 headings only if you have at least one other level 2 heading within a section. The text

under this heading begins in a new paragraph and therefore begins with an indent.

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Level 3 Heading

Notice that the level 3 heading has capital letters for all words except articles,
prepositions and conjunctions. It is also left-justified and talicized. The text under this heading

will begin in a new paragraph and therefore begins with an indent.
